V. BRIDGEPORT-STAMFORD TMA MPO CERTIFICATION REVIEW Jennifer Brady, FHWA (Attachment C)

Jennifer Brady of the Federal Highway Administration and Brandon Burns of the Federal Transit Administration presented information on the Bridgeport–Stamford TMA MPO Certification Review process. FHWA and FTA are required by the federal government to review and certify MPO transportation practices to ensure compliance. Jennifer Brady explained how individuals can submit questions and concerns to her. The certification review meeting is scheduled for April, with a determination expected in July. Brandon Burns provided additional details on the Metropolitan Transportation Planning Process, including its importance, available federal funding opportunities, key participants, and the types of planning products produced. Dan Lent asked about the goals for addressing traffic congestion and the roles of FHWA and FTA in that effort. Jennifer Brady and Matt Fulda responded. No further discussion.
